Vince Lombardi led the 

Green Bay Packers to victory in Super Bowls I, II and is considered Coach of the 

Century by ESPN. He died in 1970. The league pays over $5000 each for about 
300 Super Bowl rings. The winning team receives $73,000. The losing team re-

ceives only $38,000. Next year’s Super Bowl will be held at the newly renovated 

stadium in Glendale, Arizona.
